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MARK YOUR CALENDAR: Our annual church bazaar is May 7th. In preparation,
we will be making our traditional Slovak Stuffed Cabbage Rolls (Holubky) on
Saturday, April 2nd. These are the real thing with the recipe handed down over the
years by our church founders. We will be starting at 9am and end around 1pm with
lunch following. Kids from 10 and up are welcome!

As we try to get back to normal after the pandemic, we are restarting three minis-
tries at OLPH. In order to thrive, our parish requires collection counters, greet-
ers, and ushers; and the work of each ministry is described below. We have had very
few volunteers to undertake these important tasks and we are asking again for volun-

teers. We would like to have enough volunteers such that each person serves only
once per month. In order to volunteer for greeting contact Dan Riley, to volunteer for
counting contact Michael Grega, and to volunteer for ushering contact Jeff Brewer.

Greeting is a simple task requiring you to be friendly and welcoming to guests approxi-
mately 30 minutes before Sunday Liturgies, helping them to find liturgy books and
briefly explaining the Byzantine traditions (e.g. reception of the Eucharist); it is a great
way to meet everyone in our parish. Collection counting requires you to stay after litur-
gy for 1 hour to count and document the collection for the week. An usher needs only
to be present at the Sunday Divine Liturgy and pass collection baskets from row to
row; it's a great job for children with the help of their parents.

Eastern Catholic Formation classes resumed on March 6. Students are the first
ones to go to the hall for a snack. When the bell is rung by Mrs. Donlin, they are asked
to meet their teachers for their classes.

St Gregory Palamas was archbishop of Thessalonika in the 14™ century. Palamas

taught that all Christians are called to union with God, which is the object of the

Christian life. St. Gregory was a great ascetic, and a great master of the monas-

tic life, but he teaches that this invitation to union with God is open to every Christians.
This is the challenge of Lent, but that challenge faces us all year round.

An ltalo-Greek monk named Barlaam taught that educated philosophers knew
God better than the Old Testament prophets ever did. He derided contemplative prayer
- the heart of Eastern Christian spirituality - in favor of academic learning. Barlaam and
Gregory debated via their writings, and finally a synod was held on Constantinople in
1340-41 which upheld Gregory's arguments.

Historically, the works of St Gregory and St Thomas Aquinas have been
presented as being opposites, but there is more commonality than has been as-
sumed. As with other things between East and West, part of the problem is lan-

guage. A good book, The Ground of Union: Deification in Aquinas and
Palamas deals with this.

For those who are divorced, it urges them to contact their parish or
diocese for information on the annulment process. All users have to agree to abide by its
standards of conduct. It does have an impressive list of endorsers! All that said, there’s
nothing wrong with trying this. But | would also encourage you to check out parish-based
activities and events like ABQ Catholic and Rio Rancho Theology on Tap in order to have
face-to-face contact with other young Catholics. And World Youth Day, for ages 18-40,
will take place next year in Lisbon, Portugal. Who knows, you might meet someone
there!

The Three Persons of the Trinity are considered to be equal, of the same substance, and
coeternal. While each has His own unique role, no one is superior to the other two.
